Course Scope and Special Information

Combative Level I is a one week (40 hours) course designed to teach basic combative techniques.  The Combatives School will ensure properly trained instructors are developed throughout the Army.  IAW AR 350-1 the Chief of Staff of the Army (CSA) approved the Modern Army Combatives Program (MACP) under Task Force Soldier initiative.  The CSA directed that every Soldier will experience actual hands-on combative training prior to deploying.  Consistent with the recommendations of Task Force Soldier and the Warrior Ethos Programs, the purpose of the MACP is to train Soldiers in Combatives skills and develop a train the trainer program for all Army units.  This program ensures a safe and standardized implementation across the Army and Installation and provides Soldiers with confidence in their ability to employ effective Combative techniques.
