Officers and Commissioned Warrant Officers:  Active Duty Service Obligation (ADSO) for using Army Tuition Assistance
If you need a statement about using Army Tuition Assistance for your separation packet, send an email from your AKO email account to usarmy.jblm.imcom.list.dhr-aces-education-office@mail.mil requesting same and include the last four of your SSN.  The required documents will be scanned and emailed to you.

The following is regulatory guidance:
As per AR 621-5, Army Continuing Education System, dtd 11 Jul 06, para 5-10.a-c, all officers and commissioned warrant officers receiving Tuition Assistance (TA) for continuing education programs incur a two-year ADSO commencing upon the ending date of the last class for which TA was received.  Selected Reserve officers and commissioned warrant officers incur a reserve duty service obligation (RDSO) and must have at least four years of Selected Reserve service remaining from the date of completion of the course for which TA was provided.  Officers and commissioned warrant officers who are in AGR status and receive TA incur a two-year ADSO.    Officers will be required to serve the ADSO or RDSO. For ADSOs, only the CG AHRC has the authority to approve voluntary separations.  Requests to voluntarily separate will be forwarded through the chain of command to AHRC-ZA.
