3. YTC Armed Forces Community Service (AFCS) has made available the HSO
webcam in their computer lab in Bldg. 271. The webcam enables Service
Members video teleconferencing directly with JBLM HSO personnel to discuss
lease options and complaint resolution, if needed. This webcam is dedicated
to YTC customers on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 8:00 - 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 -
4:00 p.m. Step-by-step instructions to use the webcam are at YTC AFCS.

YTC AFCS also has a ‘self-inspection checklist’ for customers to use when
considering rental properties; this checklist is in line with the JBLM HSO poli-
cies and regulations governing acceptable housing for Military Members and
their families.
